Abstract

The research aims to identify the effect of some social, economical
and housing factors on solving the management and design and
furnishing problems associated housing .The basic study sample
consisted of (246) wives, have randomly and rationally been selected,
from working and non working women, and have children , from
different social and economical levels, from residents governorates of
Caio and some villages in the province of Menoufia. The research tools
include the general information form, Management Problems
questionnaire, Design &Furnishing Problems questionnaire. The research
follows the descriptive analytical methodology.

The results showed a difference relative importance of solving
problems with heads of households sample, and the presence of
statistically significant differences in solving the management and design
and furnishing problems depending on the different some social,
economical and housing factors , and the existence of a positive
correlation between solutions housewives problems management , design
and furnishing and between some social, economical and housing factors,
as well as the existence of differences at the level of significance 0.01 in
the consciousness of women heads of households solutions the
management and design and furnishing problems for women workers and
in favor of urban heads of households, The research results, showed that
the educational level of the head of the household is the most influential
factor and an explanation for the contrast ratio in the solutions to the
problems, followed by the impact of the place of residence.

Abstract

The research aims to identify the impact of marital satisfaction as
aware of the Egyptian and Saudi wife for their performance of their roles
within the family and outside and their mental health.The study tools
included the form of general statements of the family ,the marital
satisfaction questionnaire , the roles of housewife questionnaire and a
standard of mental health. Applied to a sample of (265) wives, workers,
mothers, from different economic and social levels, whose living in
Menoufia governorate, and Tabuk, Saudi Arabia. The research follows
the descriptive analytical methodology.

The results showed statistically significant differences in economic
satisfaction between Egyptian and Saudi wives for Saudi wives. As it turns
out, the existence of a statistically significant correlation between some
variables socio-economic level of the family and of marital satisfaction and
the roles of housewife. As well as the presence of statistically significant
differences at the level of significance 0.01 between the mean scores of
wives of Egyptian and Saudi to Performance the mother role and the role
of volunteer service to the community and the total score of the roles favor
Egyptian wives , and The existence of significant differences in level
(0.05) between Egyptian and Saudi wives in the central nervous system
symptoms and symptoms psychosomatic for Saudi wives, and the
presence of statistically significant differences at the level of (0.01) in the
symptoms observed behavior on others between wives Egyptian and Saudi
favor wives Egyptian. The results showed that marital satisfaction is the
most influential factor and an explanation for the contrast ratio in the
mental health of the wives of Egyptian, followed by the impact of the



performance of roles and age of the wife, and the performance of roles is
the most influential factor and an explanation for the contrast ratio in the
